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History since 1950

The greerest village shop in Finland

The rebuilding of Lapland’s largest village shop, Jounin Kauppa in Akislompolo, includes fitting
it out with the latest answer to heating and cooling by utilising renewable energy sources and cold
equipment that releases condensate heat. The shop will also be equipped with a cooling system
where the coolant contains no greenhouse gases that are harmful to the environment.

The whole point in planning Jounin Kauppa was to reduce emissions that contribute to climate
change and to cut back on ever rising energy costs. The heating and cooling energy is taken from
the ground and air. “Jouni wants to use energy sparingly so that there is no need to build new power
stations that burden the environment. The equipment has been designed to come in line with Finn
ish energy and climate policies, in which energy savings plays a key role,” says Jukka Mdmmeld the
design engineer from Are Oy who planned the heating, ventilation and air conditioning systems.

“Nothing like this has been done before in Finland, a shop cold system operating entirely on CO2.
